Recycling

Recycling will be collected once every other week according to the lid color of your cart. 
Please see the Collection Schedule on the back panel to determine the Blue and Green 
recycling collection weeks. All materials must be placed in your cart and at the curb by 
7:00 a.m. on your collection day. 

Recycling not only conserves precious natural resources, it also helps to reduce costs by 
decreasing the amount of materials that end up in the landfill.
• Only materials inside your recycling cart will be collected. Large cardboard boxes must

be broken down and placed inside the cart.

• Do not place recyclables in plastic bags in your cart.

• Do not place trash in your recycling cart.

• See a list of all acceptable recycling material on adjacent page.

Important Tips 

• All carts are property of the Town and shall remain on the property to which they were
delivered.

Placement Tips

• Consider the three-foot rule; there should be three feet between carts and structures
such as mail boxes, cars and lamp posts.

• Cart should be within 18 inches of the curb.

• Position the cart on a level surface away from overhanging tree branches.

• Make sure all materials fit inside cart and lid is closed.

Set-Out Time

• Day before collection - Set your cart out any time after 6:00 p.m.

• Collection day - Set out before 7:00 a.m.

• Your recycling cart should be placed curbside on your regular collection day on either
the Blue or Green weeks. Please see the Recycling Collection Calendar on the back
panel.

How automated collection works: 

• The truck needs clear, close access to the cart so the arm can reach.

• Damage can occur to public and private property if the cart is placed
too close to physical property.

• An open lid could result in fly-away litter in your neighborhood.

• Since automated collection requires clearance for the vehicle’s lifting mechanism, any
cars parked at the curb should be at least 3 feet away from the cart. Your cart should
also be placed 18 inches from the curb with the arrows on the cart lid pointing towards
the street.

• Use the handle provided to move the cart. Tilt the cart on its wheels to roll it.

• Remember that it’s easier to pull the cart uphill and push it downhill.

Winter Tips: Winter months present some challenges getting carts to the curb.

• Clear out a place for your cart when you shovel snow from your driveway. Leave 18
inches around it to allow room for the truck's arm.

• Don't place carts on snow piles as they can tip over, litter the streets, and make it
difficult for
the driver to replace them after they've been emptied.

• Don't place carts in the street. This is a hazard for cars, and they could be destroyed
by snow plows.
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Waste Management will collect curbside single stream recycling once every other week 
between  7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Your recycling week is determined by the lid color on 
your recycling cart.  Your recycling will be collected on your designated service day on 
either the Blue or Green week.

All recycling must fit inside the cart with the lid firmly closed.

Do not obstruct collection of carts or bulk items 
by parking vehicles in the vicinity. Keep area 
clear for easy access by collection truck.

PROPER CART PLACEMENT
Place your cart at least 3 feet away from all objects including another cart, mailbox, car, or tree. The lid 
opening should face the street with the wheels of the cart facing your house. 

Place wheels of  cart toward house. Keep space between  carts and other objects.

Please have all carts at the curb by 7 a.m. on your collection day

IMPORTANT CART PLACEMENT INFORMATION

Holiday Schedule
When an observed holiday falls on a normal collection day, collections will be 
delayed by one day for the rest of the week.  

The following holidays will result in delayed collections:
Victory Day - Labor Day - Columbus Day - Veteran's Day - Thanksgiving Day -
